Rules and Commitment

Members of the synchronized skating team must abide by certain rules of conduct. Those that do not adhere to this policy must appear before the synchronized skating board, consisting of the synchro representative and the team captains. All members must pay their dues on time, must be a USFSA member, and must sign a medical form and waiver. Because of the large investment of time and money into this team, being a member is a serious commitment. Fundraising is necessary.



UW SYNCHRONIZED TEAM SKATING POLICIES AND EXPECTATIONS 

1. Each skater must be considered a full time student by the university (holding at least 12 credits for undergraduate), whether an undergraduate, graduate, or faculty member. Skaters must also belong to the United States Figure Skating Association.

2. Team apparel not purchased by the team member must be returned at the end of the year in good condition. Otherwise, team member is subject to a replacement fee. 


3. Each skater is allowed a maximum of ONE on-ice absence, and ONE off-ice absence per semester, of the 2005-2006 school year. These absences MUST be of good reason, if a skater is ill but well enough to attend practice to watch, they will be expect to be at practice. Any additional absences MUST be excused through written documentation (medical excuse, etc.) Missing a competition is prohibited, unless for a medical or scholarly reason, and must be excused through written documentation. If a skater misses a practice, she will sit out and observe for an amount of time that is equivalent to the time she missed.

4. Tardiness: To continue our efforts to utilize the entire ice time, we must consider tardiness as an unacceptable practice. Skaters are to be on the ice ready for practice when the Zamboni leaves the ice. Those skaters taking the ice after the set time will be considered tardy. Three (3) tardies or late arrivals will equal one absence.



5. Any skater who exceeds the maximum allowed absences will have to meet with the captains/coach. They may have their spot replaced by a double skater, excluded from the next competition, or may be subject to dismissal from the team. IF DIMISSED FROM THE TEAM DUE TO ABSENCES, THE MEMBER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL COSTS INCLUDING TEAM DUES AND AIRFARE.


6. Skaters not in attendance at the practice immediately preceding a competition might not be allow to participate in that competition. Most likely her spot will be filled by a double skaters.


7. The synchronized team members are expected to participate in all exhibitions, competitions, and team functions, unless other wise notified. If a team member has a conflict, she must alert the captains as soon as possible.


8. All team members must participate in mandatory fundraisers. These hours may be paid for in lieu of time contribution at a rate determined based on the event. 


9. If a skater has a question or concern, please approach the coaches, or captains when they are off the ice, as soon as possible. 


10. All team members MUST wear the determined practice attire to each and every practice. Hair must be pulled up and away from the face. No article of clothing should be worn that may cause harm to the skater wearing it, or any other skater.



11. The team has the potential to be randomly drug tested at the Midwestern Synchronized Team Skating Sectional Championships, and also the Synchronized Team Skating National Championships, and skaters may not consume any substances the may cause the disqualification of the University of Wisconsin Synchronized Skating Team.



12. All team members are expected to act with the highest respect to everyone at all times. All members are expected to be on their best behavior, and using appropriate language whenever wearing team apparel, with the team, around other teams, coaches and/or judges.
